Cutting Fluted Columns
Use the Router Wizard Pro to cut flutes without burning

The technique to cut flutes without burning or scorching the wood is to have the bit enter and
exit the work piece without stopping. This can easily be accomplished by making 4 identical
wedges, or ramps, for the Router Wizard Pro to slide on. They should be made from %” hard
wood or Baltic Birch ply-wood.

For this example, the work piece is %” thick; the depth of cut is '4”.

The length of the wedge has to be at least 57

- long to allow the bit to spin outside the work
piece. The low side of the wedge has to be
3/4” or slightly less (the thickness of the work
piece). The high side must be at least 1”7 high
(thickness of the work piece plus depth of
cut).

5" Minimum

1” Minimum 3/4” Maximum

Wedge Filler Strip (length determined by
length of work piece)

Making the wedges longer will result in a more gradual slope as the bit enters and exits the work
piece.

Also required are filler strips to fill the space between the wedges. They must be the same
thickness as the wedges, but can be of any length. I typically make a couple 4” long, a couple 9”
long, and the rest 12” long as needed to span the length of the flute.
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
