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Cutting Mortises in Long Stock

Cutting mortises in long stock can be a challenge, if not almost impossible, unless
you are lucky enough to have a multi-router or similar type set up.

These types of cuts can easily be made by making a couple of accessories for your
Router Wizard Pro.

The first thing needed is a 90" sub-fence assembly. Sub-fence should be about 18
long, the horizontal piece is 3/4” x 5” board or Baltic Birch, the vertical piece is %2” x
2-1/2” HDPE (HDPE has been drilled to accept 5 each #8 x 1-1/4” or longer wood
screws). Note: vertical HDPE piece and clips can be purchased from Eagle Jigs,
L.L.C..

Sub-Fence

The second thing needed is two small clips that attach to the edge guide of the
Router Wizard Pro. (Clips are 1/4” thick ABS %” wide x 1-1/4” long). Note: ABS
clips can be purchased from Eagle Jigs. L.L.C.. Attach the clips to the edge guide
and set the edge guide of the top of the sub-fence assembly. (Typically use the two
center holes of the edge guide on the Router Wizard Pro base.)
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
